GOVERNMENT OF CANADA STIMULATES TOURISM IN RURAL COMMUNITIES
PORT DOVER, ONTARIO, AUGUST 18, 2010 – The Government of Canada is investing $24,000 to attract tourists while commemorating the 200th anniversary of the War of 1812. The announcement was made today by the Honourable Diane Finley, Minister of Human Resources and Skills Development Canada on behalf of Agriculture Minister Gerry Ritz.
“We know the importance of marketing this region’s unique and historic aspects,” said Minister Finley. “Attracting tourists and creating jobs while highlighting our eventful local history will boost the local economy and ensure our communities remain strong and competitive.” 

The Living History Multimedia Association will produce a 90 minute documentary and related promotional training tools to re-tell the story of the War of 1812 from a Southwestern Ontario perspective. Screenings for the documentary will be held in Brantford, Port Dover, St. Thomas, Woodstock and London. The documentary will be distributed for free, along with a curriculum book for every school in South-western Ontario. Museums and other interested organizations will also be able to sell copies of the product as fundraising items. This project will create up to eight jobs during production and post-production of the film.
Funding is being provided through the Sand Plains Community Development Fund administered by the Ontario Association of Community Futures Development Corporations. The fund targets community-based initiatives that support regional development, attract and retain people and investment, and stimulate business development and job creation.
